Canyonlands invites you to explore a wilderness of 
countless canyons and fantastically formed buttes 
carved by the Colorado River and its tributaries. Rivers 
divide the park into four districts: the Island in the Sky, 
the Needles, the Maze and the rivers themselves. These 
areas share a primitive desert atmosphere, but each 
offers different opportunities for sightseeing and 
adventure.

Did You Know?
At Spanish Bottom on the Colorado River, scientists 
discovered 260 feet of sediment below the water's 
surface. This could make Cataract Canyon one of the 
most actively filling canyons in the world.
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
